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Ayacucho is located in the Peruvian region, encompassing both
the Andes' eastern and western slopes. The east slope extends
toward the northern Amazon, while the central and southern
areas feature the Pampas River basin and the Galeras and
Parinacochas plains. On the western side, the arid and semi-arid
territories of Ica and Arequipa converge, creating a unique
environment that supports a remarkable group of plants known
as cacti. Currently, it is estimated that there are about 39 species

of cacti in this region.
